NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT

In consideration of either party agreeing to make available to the other party Confidential Information, both parties undertake to be bound by the terms and conditions set out below. These terms and conditions are incorporated into and form part of the Agreement. The date of this Agreement will be the date of the later of the signatures below. Words with Capitalised first letters are defined herein.

1. Confidential Information. In this agreement Confidential Information means any information relating to, but not limited to, a party’s business plans and business affairs or finances, marketing techniques and materials, marketing and development plans, customer names and other information relating to customers, price lists, pricing policies, technology, discoveries, ideas, concepts, software in various stages of development, processes, procedures, “know-how” an any such information relating to a subsidiary, supplier, customer or client of the party whether in written or oral or electronic form which is either directly or indirectly disclosed to or received by the other party from the party and/or any of its officers, advisers or agents.

2. Undertakings. Each party undertakes that, subject to (3) below, it will not without prior written consent from the other party:
a. Copy, reproduce, distribute or disclose any Confidential Information to  any person other than those of its officers, employees, advisers or agents who are directly concerned with providing the services for which the parties are engaged with each other.

b. Use any Confidential Information for any purpose other than the provision of the services for which the parties are engaged with each other.

3. Limitations of undertakings. The restrictions set out in (2) shall not apply to any information which:

a. Is trivial or obvious or which subsequently becomes public knowledge other than by any breach of the terms of this agreement.

b. Is already known by one party at the date of this agreement and is not acquired directly or indirectly from the other party.

c. Is required to be disclosed by law or order of a court of competent jurisdiction or recognized stock exchange or government department or agency.

4. Both parties shall ensure that each officer, employee, adviser or agent  to whom Confidential Information is disclosed is aware of and complies with the terms and conditions herein.

5. This contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and the parties hereby irrevocably submit to the jurisdiction of the English courts. 
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
